A male with a length of 144 mm (fig. 1) from Huánuco, Peru, has been selected by the 

authors to be described in detail. The proportion, maximal known body length/body length of 

specimen, is 1.041.

Head. Color shiny black, the length of the horn from clypeus until end of apex is 69.7 mm, 

projected forwards and curved upwards. In dorsal view : thickness at base 5.8 mm, same thickness 

until triangle denticle and decreases until a small blunt, a little widening, single (not incised) apex. 

In lateral view : thickness at base (vertically projected from clypeus) is 11.5 mm, declining to base 

of apex. A triangle denticle (sometimes divided into pieces, in other specimens this form can be 

a cone) projected upwards, the middle at 32 mm from clypeus (proportion length cephalic horn/

distance denticle = 2.178). In the direction of the apex, a row of multiple and smaller denticles are 

projecting upwards (sometimes clear triangle denticles, sometimes only very small bulges) starts 

from the largest projection and declining until the apex.
